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In a unique twist, arid far west Texas is drought 
free as counties east of the I-35 corridor wither 
under drier conditions. Counties within the 
Houston, Dallas-Fort Worth and San Antonio-Austin 
metropolitan areas remain affected by severe 
drought conditions.  The current outlook for the 
remainder of 2013 indicates that drought will persist 
throughout most of Texas, with a slight improvement 
in the Panhandle and east Texas regions.
