DROUGHT CONDITIONS

A slight improvement in drought conditions over
the past week with another 67,000 acre-feet of
water deposited into our reservoir piggy bank,
an increase of 0.2 percentage points. Not much,
but any improvement is welcome. Nevertheless,
ongoing trends continue: Improvements in the
east; continuing drought in the west.
