DROUGHT CONDITIONS

The past week saw the drought expand and
intensify with two-thirds of the state now in [ ]
moderate to severe drought. Statewide reservoir |
storage is at the lowest it’s been since at least 1990 S |
for this time of year and is nearly 20 percentage T
points less than normal. One bright spot: The eight
counties in the southeast corner of the state saw T |
improvement.
