Drought conditions continued to worsen last week 
across the state, with 83 percent of the state now 
experiencing some level of drought and 67 percent 
experiencing severe and exceptional drought. As of 
May 8th, reservoir storage was 2 percentage points 
lower than last year and about 20 percentage 
points lower than normal for this time of year.
