The drought giveth and taketh this past week. 
We saw a 1 percentage point decrease in the 
amount of the state in drought but a 4 percentage 
point uptick in the amount of the state under 
exceptional drought, the severest drought 
category. With this uptick, focused in the Edwards 
Plateau area, 25 percent of state is now under 
exceptional drought conditions.
