DROUGHT CONDITIONS

Rains! But lots of buts... Widespread and deep
rains brought some drought relief across much of
the state, but reservoirs remain low. Exceptional
drought is down 15 percentage points, but 71
percent of the state remains in drought. Some
reservoirs received needed inflows, but statewide |
storage came up only 1 percentage point. The rains 1 |
were welcome, but we need more!
