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DROUGHT CONDITIONS

This week’s map shows continued improvement in
drought conditions. Forty-six percent of the state
remains in severe or worse conditions, but things
are moving in the right direction. Nevertheless,
statewide reservoir storage remains 20 percentage
points below normal for this time of year and

nearly the same as it was a year ago.
