Rain continues to improve drought conditions, 
with the amount of the state in drought down 5 
percentage points to 58 percent. The hardest hit 
parts of the state (Panhandle and Wichita Falls 
areas) have seen much needed improvement. 
Despite the rain, statewide reservoir storage 
remained relatively flat, up 120,000 acre-feet or 
0.4 percentage points.
