Drought conditions across the state showed little 
net change over the past week. Some areas saw 
improvement (Panhandle) from much-needed 
rains, while others experienced deteriorating 
conditions (portions of Central Texas, including 
Kerrville). Statewide reservoir storage capacity 
declined slightly, dropping 90,000 acre-feet or  
0.3 percentage points.
