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TEXAS SUMMER RAINFALL OUTLOOK

The drought forecast for the summer of 2015, made
using January observations, shows a high probability for
a wetter-than-average summer over most of the state.
The probabilities are highest over the south, south-
central, and Panhandle regions. This projection is based
on a study by D. Nelun Fernando and others (2015).
