This is the 16th week in a row of weekly 
improvements in statewide reservoir storage.  
Back on February 20, our reservoirs were 
collectively 64.9 percent full; they are now 83.7 
percent full. More rain and runoff are needed in 
West and South Texas to bring reservoirs back up 
to normal conditions.
