For the first time since the fall of 2010, statewide 
reservoir storage is above what we would normally 
expect for this time of year. There’s still one 
frazzled thread of drought in the Panhandle as 
measured by the U.S. Drought Monitor; reservoir 
levels remain low in West and South Texas.
