The past week resulted in further improvements of drought 
conditions with just a wisp remaining in the Panhandle;

Looking longer 
term, El Niño is expected to dissolve by early 
summer with a 75 percent chance of  
La Niña returning in the fall.

According to the Climate 
Prediction Center, La Niña will 
be stopping in for a visit this 
fall.
