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Water conditions
Recent rains brought welcome relief, reducing to about 5 percent 
the area of the state impacted by drought. Drought is now limited 
to 19 counties in the northeast corner of 
the state and two smaller areas centered on 
Kleberg County in the south and Hansford 
County in the Panhandle.
