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Water conditions
The amount of moderate or worse drought crept higher this week 
to almost 3½ percent of the area of the state. At the local level, 
drought was eliminated from the Panhandle, 
held steady in the eastern Red River Valley, 
and expanded in the lower Rio Grande Valley.
