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Water conditions
Drought expanded in South Texas in Dimmit, Kinney, 
Maverick, Uvalde, and Zavala counties. Abnormally 
dry conditions expanded in the lower Rio 
Grande Valley and appeared in Bandera 
County. During the last 30 days and over 
a distance of less than 100 miles, Caldwell 
County received six times its normal rainfall, 
and Medina County received less than a 
quarter of its normal rainfall.
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La Niña
The Climate Prediction Center 
has issued a “La Niña Watch” 
for the fall and winter. La 
Niñas tend to bring drier 
and hotter winters to Texas. 
Consistent with the watch, 
the latest North American 
Multi-Model Ensemble fore-
casts for October through 
November suggest drier and 
warmer conditions this fall.
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
