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Water conditions
Rains that traveled through the center of the state 
resulted in major improvements in statewide drought 
conditions. Where drought remains—in 
the lower Rio Grande Valley and north-
east Texas—moderate drought conditions 
expanded slightly. Thankfully, Nate missed 
Texas; however, hurricane season extends to 
the end of November with the peak season 
extending to the end of this month.

Based on past events, 
the tropical season for 
the Atlantic Basin (which 
includes the Atlan-
tic Ocean, the Gulf of 
Mexico, and Caribbean) 
peaks on September 
10th; however, there is 
still a high occurrence of 
storms and hurricanes 
through October.
