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Water conditions
The latest drought map shows a 10 percentage 
point decrease in the area of the state impacted by 
drought. Several weeks of scattered 
rains have improved conditions 
in Central Texas, but drought has 
continued to intensify in the Panhandle.
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Statewide 
reservoir storage
Most reservoirs in the 
eastern half of Texas 
remain at least 80 
percent full. In West and 
South Texas, however, 
most reservoirs are less 
than half full.
