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Water conditions
The latest drought map shows a general 
trend of improvement across the eastern  
half of the state and a mixed bag of 
improving and deteriorating conditions  
across the western half of the state.  
Overall, the area of the state impacted by 
drought shrank another 2 percentage points.

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Drought change 
in the last month
September 2018 was the 
wettest September and third 
wettest month ever recorded 
for Texas.
