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Water conditions .
The latest drought map shows little change from the
previous week. Abnormally dry conditions, which l
may be a precursor of drought, expanded
slightly in the Panhandle. Overall, the area
of the state impacted by moderate or worse ]
drought remains relatively low at 2 percent.
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Last 30-day
precipitation
Precipitation is relatively
modest in Texas this time
of year. But this year,

precipitation has been
well below normal in the

south, west, and Panhandle
in the last 30 days. Not
surprisingly, these are the
areas where drought has a
foothold in the state.
