In the latest drought map, the Panhandle and far  
West Texas are free from drought. Unfortunately, 
drought has expanded and intensified 
in South Texas. For the first time since 
October 2018, parts of the state are 
impacted by severe drought, which now 
covers 1 percent of the state.
