Statewide

reservoir storage

In early July 2019, total
storage in our water supply
reservoirs is 90.1 percent of
statewide capacity. That's
more than 5 percentage
points above normal for
this time of year. Most
reservoirs in the eastern
half of the state are at or
near water supply capacity.
