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Water conditions
After weeks of predominantly hot and dry conditions, 
drought is beginning to expand rapidly and now 
covers about 10 percent of the state. 
Abnormally dry areas, which could 
transition to drought in the next few 
weeks, cover an additional 37 percent  
of the state.

Intensity
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Webb County 
precipitation
In September 2018, 
Webb County in  
South Texas recorded 
its wettest month 
since at least 1895. 
More recently, July 
2019 brought a county 
average of only 0.15 
inches of precipitation, 
making it the driest 
July since 1993.  
Parts of the county  
are now experiencing 
severe drought.
