Another week of hot and mostly dry conditions  
across the state has resulted in continued expansion  
of drought. Moderate or worse drought 
now covers 22 percent of the state. 
Extreme drought has returned to the state 
for the first time since October 2018.

In its latest drought outlook 
for conditions through 
the end of November, the 
National Weather Service 
doesn’t have a lot of good 
news for Texas. During 
that timeframe, drought 
is expected to persist in 
the Panhandle and Central 
Texas and continue to 
expand in South Texas.
