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Water conditions
The latest drought map for conditions as of October 22 
shows modest improvement. Approximately 7 percent 
of the state is impacted by extreme 
drought—down 2 percentage points 
from last week. The area in moderate or 
worse drought decreased 1 percentage 
point to 49 percent.
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San Antonio 
precipitation
What a difference one 
day can make! Like many 
locations in Central Texas, 
San Antonio International 
Airport received more 
precipitation on October 
24 than in the previous 
90 days combined. Expect 
more improvements for 
Central Texas on next 
week’s drought map.
