The latest drought map for conditions 
as of March 17 shows continued 
expansion and intensification of 
drought in south and southeast Texas. 
Extreme or worse drought expanded 
one percentage point and now covers 
6 percent of the state. Exceptional 
drought appeared for the first time 
since September 2018.

April through June is 
normally the wettest season 
for much of Texas, but the 
National Weather Service 
(NWS) doesn’t expect 
much drought relief for 
us in that time period this 
year. By the end of June, 
the NWS anticipates some 
drought removal along the 
Upper Coast but continued 
drought in South Texas.
