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The latest drought map for conditions as of April 14 I
shows continued improvement in South Texas. The l
area of the state impacted by severe or
worse drought dropped two percentage
points and now covers 8 percent of the B
state. Meanwhile, a small pocket of
drought emerged in West Texas.
