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Water conditions
During the past week, precipitation was well below 
normal for more than half the state. As a result, the 
latest drought map for conditions as of 
June 30 shows continued expansion and 
intensification of drought. The area of 
the state impacted by drought reached its 
highest value since mid-February 2020.
