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Water conditions
The latest drought map for conditions 
as of March 2 shows continued 
expansion of drought conditions. 
Since early February, drought has 
expanded 9 percentage points. With 
little precipitation forecast for the next 
week, we can expect additional drought 
expansion on next week’s map.

Despite 
the snow, most of the state 
received below average 
moisture for the month.
