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Water conditions
The drought map for conditions as 
of November 2 marks the eighth 
consecutive week that drought has 
expanded. Drought now impacts one-
third of the state, which is the largest 
extent since May of this year but still less 
than the 84 percent of the state covered 
by drought in November 2020.

October - 
December 
precipitation
In the last few years, 
the precipitation in 
Texas from October 
through December 
has been impacted 
by all three Oceanic 
Niño Index conditions. 
The current La 
Niña conditions are 
expected to suppress 
rainfall totals, much 
like in 2020 when 
we received only 61 
percent of normal 
rainfall.
