Water conditions
Last week’s drought map showed minor 
improvements from the previous week. 
However, conditions as of November 
16 indicate a return to the pattern 
of week-to-week degradations that 
have occurred 10 of the last 11 weeks. 
Through the end of 2021, we should 
expect more weekly expansion in 
drought rather than improvements.
