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Water conditions

As shown on the latest map for
conditions as of December 14, drought [
continues to expand and intensify
across the state. Recent weeks have
been extremely dry. If those conditions B
continue to prevail, an additional 28
percent of the state is susceptible to
drought conditions in coming weeks.
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Texas is in the midst of a
typical La Nifia winter with
warmer and drier than

average conditions that are
expected to prevail over the
next few months. By the
end of March, the National
Key !
