The latest drought map for conditions as 
of January 18 shows an increase in the 
areas of the state impacted by drought, 
the 10th consecutive week that drought 
has increased. Moderate or worse 
drought now covers the largest area of 
the state since the 2011–2014 statewide 
drought.
