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Water conditions
The latest drought map for conditions as 
of March 1 shows that 81 percent of the 
state is impacted by drought, which is 
the largest extent of drought this time of 
year since 2012 when drought levels were 
at 87 percent. Drought was even more 
widespread in early March 2006, covering 
97 percent of the state.
