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Water conditions
The latest drought map for conditions 
as of July 5 shows expansion and 
intensification of drought for the fifth 
consecutive week. Extreme or worse 
drought now covers 46 percent of the 
state, up from 40 percent in early June, 
but still below the mid-May peak of 56 
percent.
