Water conditions
The drought map for August 23 
conditions shows two categories of 
improvement in North Texas following 
torrential rains in that part of the state. 
The area impacted by extreme or worse 
drought contracted to 43 percent of 
the state, 19 percentage points less 
than the previous week.

Dallas 
precipitation
Dallas precipitation 
was below average 
every month during 
the first half of 2022 
and tied a record 
low for the month 
of July, plunging the 
area into extreme and 
exceptional drought. 
This month is on pace 
to be the second 
wettest August since 
1895, moderating 
drought conditions.
