Water conditions
This week’s drought map, for conditions 
as of October 11, shows additional 
expansion and intensification of 
drought. Precipitation for the first half 
of October has been one to two inches 
below average across most of the 
eastern half of the state. Rains since 
October 11 may help next week’s map.
