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Water conditions
The latest drought map, for conditions 
as of May 30, shows the ninth 
consecutive weekly decrease in the 
area of the state impacted by drought. 
Exceptional drought now impacts less 
than half of one percent of the state, 
its smallest extent since March 2022.

The month of May brought 
abundant rainfall to the Panhandle 
and much of Central Texas.
