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Water conditions
Weekly changes in drought are typically 
modest during the cooler months of 
the year. The latest drought map for 
conditions as of January 7 shows small 
areas of improvement in East and Coastal 
Texas and degradation in West, Central, 
and South Texas. Net change was minimal.
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Drought change in the last year
For the sixth consecutive year, Texas begins the 
year with more than a third of the state impacted 
by drought. Early in 2024, drought was most 
severe in East and Central Texas. Twelve months 
later, the epicenter of drought has moved to West 
and Central Texas.
